Qualification Games 

Each player or team will play qualification matches.  

 

 In the Men’s Singles only 64 players will qualify.  

 In the Men’s Doubles only 32 teams will qualify.  

 In the Ladies Singles only 16 players will qualify.  

 In the Ladies Doubles only 8 teams will qualify.  

 In the Junior Singles only 32 players will qualify.  

 In the Junior Doubles only 16 teams will qualify.  

 

Each Player/ team must win 5 games in a row. First team to score 5 is the 

winner of the game. All games to be played on Garlando Tables 

 

 

Ranking 

Qualified players & teams will be grouped as follows. 

Each Player/ team plays each other 1 game only in their group. First team to 

score 6 is the winner of the game.

1st  Toss  Winner Chooses Table. 

 
2nd Toss  Winner Chooses Side or Ball. Once a side is chosen the same  

                side must be played on both tables. 
 

The Team that lost the last game serves first in the next game. 
 

Final Game, 1st ball on the first table started on, thereafter 2 balls on the 

other table, then 2 balls on the other table repeated. Final game there 
must be a 2 goal difference to determine the winner.
