3. Total points  

 

The Rankings run over a 10 month period, from September to August. The Total of points displayed above are 

the for each SAATS tournament. This makes it possible to seed players for tournaments.  

 

4. Assigning ranks to players with the same number of points  

 

• In case 2 players or more have the same number of points, a different rank will be assigned to them, by 

calculating the SA Champs Goal Difference between goals scored and goals conceded.  

• If the goal difference is still the same, a different rank will be assign to them, by taking the SA Champs 

goals scored.

• If 2 or more players are still tied after this, then the player who has earned the most points in one single 

competition will be ranked higher.
